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Now That You’re A Volunteer

Below is a list of things you need to know now that you’re a Volunteer at NeighborLink Porter County

100% of Projects are Selected By Coaches

Since all the projects are selected by Coaches, you’re going to have to watch the website to see if any Coaches are requesting Volunteers to help them. The website is built to completely manage a project, including volunteer signup.

Consider Being a Coach

Since projects can only be selected by Coaches, you might consider stepping up to the plate. We know that you have skills to select your own projects. There is no requirement on your part as a Coach to select a certain amount of projects or even ask for help from others. We care about you engaging in the process as you feel led and if that means taking a yard mowing project on your own, then that’s what we hope you do. You can upgrade your account by logging in, click edit profile and then click the button that asks to become a Coach. We’ll contact you shortly after.

Core Philosophy - Eliminate Barriers

One of our core philosophies is to eliminate the barriers for people to ask for help and for those wanting to help. Those barriers look different for each recipient and for each volunteer. So, if you are bumping up to a barrier, don’t hesitate to ask for help overcoming it.

Liability & Waiver Form

We have a Waiver Form that the Coach is responsible for. We NEED them to get this signed by the recipient. This releases them from personal injuries that could take place on their properties and will release you/us from any property damage that could take place due to our work. This is a VITAL part of NeighborLink and allows us to do what we do.

Volunteer At Your Own Risk

We are a “Volunteer At Your Own Risk” organization and do not have insurance to cover volunteer injuries. So, if you and/or your team members do not carry personal insurance, choose your projects wisely. I’d be happy to discuss this further if you have questions or concerns about taking projects.
